2010 and 2012 the conference more than doubled the number of submitted works (full papers, posters,
oral presentations); and between 2012 and 2014 the number of full papeis increased by alinost 10%. The
pressure for ameliorating the levels of quality has also increased, and, very much as a result of this, the
acceptance rate is considerably lower than in the previous editions (around 70%).
